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FROM THE PASTOR
The Epiphany is a wonderful celebration.

The wonder of God made man is revealed. The
Catholic Church actually celebrates three events,
though the adoration of the Magi is the most
significant at Mass this weekend. The other two
events are the baptism of Jesus in the Jordan River
by His cousin, John the Baptist and the changing of
water into wine at the wedding feast at Cana in
Galilee. All three contain manifestations of the
divinity and the mission of Christ.

Jesus is God. When the Magi, each a combination
of natural scientist and religious investigator,
learned that the king of the Jews was to be born and
to follow the sign in the heavens to the place, we
have no clue of how they came to this
understanding. Some even say this is merely a
story, a parable of the Gospel writer Matthew. We
have the word of God, the Scriptures, and the impact
is that foreigners came to understand that God was
sending a king for a wonderful purpose. By
contrast, the Jewish king, Herod, was not aware of
anything until the Magi came looking for the
newborn king.

We have a contrast in more than in understanding.
Herod was treacherous. His verbal response to the
Ma g i was warm and posi
and | too will c ome
about this man called Herod the Great. He was
demented and paranoid about threats to his life and
kingship. Even his sons felt the madness. He had
some killed. This is from history books. The
Gospel merely points out his murder of boys under
two in Bethlehem, to safeguard his kingship. Read
the next verses after

We might reflect on the treachery of world leaders
before and since Herod. In our own country there
are clear movements to change fundamentally our
own government. The constitutionality of
legislation, both enacted and proposed, is
questioned. The will of the people, shown in polls,
has been ignored. Thoughtful and lawful people are
looking for ways of improving the situation.

One i mportant feature
being totally ignored by too many people. God
among us, Jesus Christ, has come to show us how to
live good lives. He came to bring forgiveness and

peace. However in order to achieve the peace and to
be effectively forgiven, we have to know and live by
His guidelines as to what is right and wrong.
Certainly Christians all consider the Scriptures, the
Bible, as the truth. The commandments and the
many, many passages about what God emphasizes
as good or evil establish a clear and solid foundation
for moral and virtuous behavior.

Yet in many areas, commandments are broken, and
even taught as not clear about issues like couples
living together unmarried, divorce, same gender
couples and abortion. People speak of rights and
apply them according to feelings instead of
consequences. In short, there are errors due to fuzzy
thinking. The clear and well explained teachings
about morality by the Church includes the writings
of hundreds of saints and thousands of theologians.
There are encyclicals and official statements from
Ecumenical Councils.  The Catechism of the
Catholic Church has a summary. About a third of
the Catechism is about moral living.

As the religious leaders who published The
Manhattan Declaration
(www.manhattandeclaration.org) have noted there
are laws which are immoral. Any law which
supports abortion is an example. Sadly enough,
even Catholic congressmen and senators have
