HAITI  RELIEF  DONATIONS  QUALIFY  FOR 

IMMEDIATE  TAX  RELIEF 
 

According to the Internal Revenue Service, people who 

give to charities providing earthquake relief in Haiti can 

claim these donations on their 2009 tax return if they 

itemize deductions using Schedule A.  This special tax 

relief provision was enacted January 22nd and applies to 

cash contributions, contributions made by text message, 

check, credit card or debit card made from January 11 to 

March 1, 2010.  This new law does not apply to property 

contributions and they must be made specifically for the 

relief of victims in areas affected by the January 12 

earthquake in Haiti.  Taxpayers have the option of 

deducting these contributions on either their 2009 or 2010 

return, but not both. Taxpayers should be sure their 

contributions go to qualified charities, most are listed 

online at  IRS.gov  and check under ―Search for Charitiesò. 

(Please be aware, some organizations such as churches or 

governments may be qualified even though they are not 

listed. Check the website for more information.)

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FROM THE PASTOR 

Jesus came to enliven us.  He offers us life, and life both 

in a more powerful way on earth and eternally in heaven. 
 
He tells us how to improve our lives by knowing Him 

and His ideas.  If we jump headlong into this effort to 

observe Him, listen to Him and imitate Him, we will be 

first surprised, then challenged and eventually satisfied. 
 
What He does and says is far different from the rest of 

the world’s message.  One idea is summed up as reversal.  

He says the poor are blessed and the rich will have a hard 

time getting into heaven.  He says to love enemies.  He 

says the meek and humble will inherit the earth while the 

mighty will be cast down. 
 
Hmmm.  An idea from last week carries over to this 

week.  Then we heard Him say that the Spirit of the Lord 

has anointed Him, that is, that He is the Anointed One, 

the Messiah.  The first reaction to this by His townsfolk, 

the people of Nazareth, was that they spoke highly of 

Him. 
 
Then they began to think and talk about it.  As we learn 

today, ultimately it was too much for their carpenter to 

claim that He was the Messiah.  He commented on their 

rejection by pointing out that no prophet is without honor 

except in his own home town.  They reversed their 

opinions.  They even tried to kill Him.  The cliff they 

tried to throw Him over is still there;  it is steep and high, 

fatal in a fall. 
 
It is also probable that some few followed up on Him.  

Actually it was later that He healed the sick and fed 

thousands with a few loaves and fishes.  Over the next 

couple of years His reputation was based on results and 

not simply on His powerful and compelling words.  His 

advice did bring solutions to the problems people had, 

and hundreds and even thousands did travel to hear Him, 

but they also wanted to observe His miracles.  They were 

satisfied, though not all. 
 
Some of what He said and also what He did annoyed and 

challenged the Pharisees.  Their teachings were strict and 

difficult.  Their attitudes were self-centered.  Jesus 

Himself called them hypocrites.  It is true that some were 

different, such as Nicodemus, who came to Jesus at night 

so as not to be seen by others and he was the one to 

whom Jesus gave us the great line in John 3, 16:  God so 

loved the world that He gave His only Son, so that 

everyone who believes in Him might not perish but might 

have eternal life.  Another was Gameliel, who was one of 

St. Paul’s teachers and who cautioned the other Pharisees 

about the Apostles in the Acts of the Apostles. 
 
Still, we look at Jesus and see how He challenged them 

so strongly that they worked to put Him to death.  He 

stimulated them into the great reversal of having the 

righteous (in their own eyes) Pharisees put to death the 

true Righteous One, the Son of God.  This directs us to 

ask why He did what He did, and indeed, why He came 

to us in the first place.  His words about love and 

forgiveness ultimately find their full meaning in the 

decision to give Himself in atonement for the sins of all 

humanity. 
 
The reversal is that we in our sins and pride, our self-

centeredness and rejection of God, we have cut off our 

relationship with God and isolated ourselves from Him 

and from other people.  Jesus was born to unite Himself 

with us human beings, and standing with us before the 

Father, He offered His human life to reestablish the bond 

of love with the Father.  His parable of the Prodigal Son 

pictures this coming to our senses with a Father who 

loves us with infinite and undying love, but who allows 

us to choose our own paths, even to our own destruction.  

In no way does He want this for us, but He wants us to 

know our options, to choose with true freedom, and when 

necessary (and for all us sinners it IS necessary) to ask 

for and receive forgiveness and restoration to the full life 

of love and grace.  He wants us to reverse our lives in the 

areas of weakness and sin to become strong and in love 

with the Lord. 
 
Reread the first reading, from the prophet Jeremiah.  Not 

only does it refer to the prophet himself, but more 

significantly, to Jesus Himself.  He is sent from God, His 

Father, and is a fortified city, a pillar of iron, a wall of 

brass, é against its priests and people.  They will fight 

against you but not prevail over you.  At His 

resurrection, He prevailed over opponents and now 

enriches us and leads us to the fullness of life.
