HAITI  RELIEF  DONATIONS  QUALIFY  FOR 

IMMEDIATE  TAX  RELIEF 
 

According to the Internal Revenue Service, people who 

give to charities providing earthquake relief in Haiti can 

claim these donations on their 2009 tax return if they 

itemize deductions using Schedule A.  This special tax 

relief provision was enacted January 22nd and applies to 

cash contributions, contributions made by text message, 

check, credit card or debit card made from January 11 to 

March 1, 2010.  This new law does not apply to property 

contributions and they must be made specifically for the 

relief of victims in areas affected by the January 12 

earthquake in Haiti.  Taxpayers have the option of 

deducting these contributions on either their 2009 or 2010 

return, but not both. Taxpayers should be sure their 

contributions go to qualified charities, most are listed 

online at  IRS.gov  and check under ―Search for Charitiesò. 

(Please be aware, some organizations such as churches or 

governments may be qualified even though they are not 

listed. Check the website for more information.)

FROM THE PASTOR 
 

Put out into the deep.  God Himself challenges us to 

step forward and act.  When He said it to Peter and 

his fisherman partners, He pointed to the right 

direction and He knew it would give them a catch 

far beyond their imagination. 
 

That is the challenge.  He shows us the way and 

guarantees results.  Yes, it is true that for many of 

the saints down through the centuries since then, it 

has not always been immediate success and it has 

often been accompanied by suffering and even 

martyrdom.  Nonetheless, for those who accepted 

the challenge and put out into the deep, their glory is 

in heaven now. 
 

It is not just a one-time thing.  Mother Teresa, for 

example, chose to become a nun early in her life.  

She put aside the vocation of wife and mother and 

made her vows to live for God.  She was a teacher 

and later a principal.  Later she heard God call her to 

a more difficult life of caring for the poorest of the 

poor.  She went to Calcutta and found far more 

people in need than you can ever imagine.  For 

several years she put forth her energies to give dying 

individuals the dignity of being treated as a person, 

not just a thing in the gutters of the streets.  

Eventually she attracted other women to join her and 

then had to put her leadership qualities to the test in 

guiding them in uncharted waters.  Dealing with 

generous but untrained helpers and with political 

forces in the city, she called on her Savior and 

taught her sisters to do so too.  We have even 

learned that her own peace of mind was like putting 

out into the deep.  The warm consolation she felt 

before she began, based on the certainty of the 

Lord’s call, energized her to begin work for the 

poor, but once she said yes to the Lord, it seemed 

like He withdrew and stood back on the shore as she 

went farther out into the deep. 
 

The Lord blessed her work.  It continues, even in 

our area, Chester and Norristown, for example. 

We may not be called to such a radical change of 

life style.  Still we do pray for the many people 

whom the Lord is calling to serve His people, some 

as priests, deacons, religious sisters or brothers, 

others as teachers, youth ministers, medical people 

and social workers.  Catholic institutions have 

successfully cared for God’s people for centuries.  

Indeed, Catholic and other religious institutions 

have been far more effective and efficient in caring 

for the needs of the people than any government 

facilities.  It is a sad situation to see economic and 

political pressure cause the replacement of religious 

facilities with secular ones.  Have you seen any 

orphanages or homes for unwed mothers recently?  

Yet a few do thrive.  The Dominican Sisters of 

Hawthorne, for example, are serving cancer patients 

and receiving significant numbers of women joining 

their religious order.  The Little Sisters of the Poor 

care for the elderly in nursing homes and quite 

beautifully too. 
 

We pray for all those who have answered this call to 

care for God’s people, whether Catholic or not, and 

we pray for all whom God is calling now to answer 

and begin.  Mother Teresa and her sisters cared for 

all the poor they encountered.   

We need priests and deacons and nuns and brothers 

and lay missionaries.  We also need people to serve 

God’s people part time while they raise their 

families and work at their jobs.  And so the Lord 

Jesus will continue to challenge us to put out into 

the deep and to do it in more ways than one.  Our 

time, our talent and our treasure are all available and 

we do well to ask Him which one we might start 

with. 
 

On a personal note, I support in my own small way, 

organizations like Priests for Life and the tuition 

assistance program for DeSales University and 

Franciscan University.  Others too, but I mention 

these as good examples of organizations that do 

excellent work, for both the unborn and Catholic 

college students. 

No ifs, ands or buts, the Lord is calling you too to 

put out into the deep.  Listen for the details.
