HAITI  RELIEF  DONATIONS  QUALIFY  FOR 

IMMEDIATE  TAX  RELIEF 

According to the Internal Revenue Service, people who 

give to charities providing earthquake relief in Haiti can 

claim these donations on their 2009 tax return if they 

itemize deductions using Schedule A.  This special tax 

relief provision was enacted January 22nd and applies to 

cash contributions, contributions made by text message, 

check, credit card or debit card made from January 11 to 

March 1, 2010.  This new law does not apply to property 

contributions and they must be made specifically for the 

relief of victims in areas affected by the January 12 

earthquake in Haiti.  Taxpayers have the option of 

deducting these contributions on either their 2009 or 2010 

return, but not both. Taxpayers should be sure their 

contributions go to qualified charities, most are listed 

online at  IRS.gov  and check under ñSearch for Charitiesò. 

(Please be aware, some organizations such as churches or 

governments may be qualified even though they are not 

listed. Check the website for more information.)

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FROM THE PASTOR 
 

At our pastoral council meeting Monday, we 

reflected on the contrast between people who are 

experiencing the power and love of the Holy Spirit 

and those who do not even think of God, much less 

come to Mass weekly.  What is amazing and 

puzzling is the fact that a number of people come to 

the Church property for various good reasons, but 

do not go to Mass! 
 

In todayôs Gospel we hear Jesus talk about reversal.  

The poor are blessed, the rich have all they are ever 

going to get.  The hungry, the persecuted and the sad 

will be cared for by God, but those who have it all 

will miss what really matters in life.  All through the 

Bible there is reversal of what the world values 

highly.  Our first reading from Jeremiah and also the 

very first psalm, our responsory, emphasize the 

contrast between a good person and a wicked 

person.  The good meditate on the Lordôs word and 

live by it.  The wicked do their own thing, but they 

have no substance.  The Scriptures give us two 

images of those who ignore God. 
 

They are like a barren, lifeless bush in a salty and 

empty desert.  They are like the husks around grains 

of wheat.  The husks are light, and when tossed in 

the air, a gentle wind blows away the light, dry 

husks, leaving behind the kernels of grain, which are 

ground into flour and become life giving bread.  

This is the chaff, good for nothing, but perhaps 

compost or fertilizer. 
 

Those who trust in the Lord are like plants with 

roots deep enough to reach underground streams, 

and they produce fruit and remain green throughout 

the year.  They live life to the full, not with riches 

and power but with joy and satisfaction.  They know 

how to love. 
 

To develop the contrast, Psalm 1 shows the 

difference between the good and the wicked.  As a 

double negative the good person does not walk with 

those who counsel them to do wrong, nor stand 

among sinners or sit down in the company of 

mockers.  This threefold comparison advises us not 

to approach the wicked.  If we go near them, do not 

hang around with them.  Worse yet, if you sit down 

and stay, they will put down all that is good, 

ridiculing honorable people and even insulting God 

and His dealings among humanity.  This is realistic 

advice.  We may have to deal with people we know 

are evil, whether thieves, liars or exploiters.  Then 

there are those who teach evil to all who are gullible 

or uninformed, and these relatively innocent ones 

are led to false ideas, confusion and darkness.  In 

short, stay away from them and if you cannot, get in 

and get out as efficiently and quickly as possible.  

And protect those who are in their influence as best 

you can. 
 

So put down deep roots.  Pray to the Father who 

loves us so perfectly and His Son who died for us.  

Focus on them and the teachings His Church gives 

us.  Examine the lives of His saints for examples of 

how to deal with the gift He gave us and grow closer 

to Him and wiser, stronger and more loving. 
 

It is natural and good to desire money and power 

and good food and happiness and to be loved by all.  

However life and our weak human nature bring 

difficult circumstances at times.  So we need to keep 

our desires under control.  Appreciate what God 

gives us, but greater riches will come with heaven.  

Enjoy good food, but appreciate the needs of the 

people of Haiti and other hungry people and give 

them something to eat.  Look for happiness, but 

consider the happiness of others and make that a 

higher priority, especially when it is your family and 

others who depend on you.  Enjoy peace among 

your family, neighbors, coworkers and others, but 

expect to have to be a peacemaker or an arbiter 

among many who are out to get others for their own 

selfish motives.  In short, here on earth, the Lord is 

right.  Reversal will happen and when it does, it can 

actually make our lives better.  Dying to self, like 

Jesus, can bring eternal life. 
 

When this happens, life will indeed be happier.
