HAITI RELIEF DONATIONS QUALIFY FOR
IMMEDIATE TAX RELIEF

According to the Internal Revenue Service, people who
give to charities providing earthquake relief in Haiti can
claim these donations on their 2009 tax return if they
itemize deductions using Schedule A. This special tax
relief provision was enacted January 22nd and applies to
cash contributions, contributions made by text message,
check, credit card or debit card made from January 11 to
March 1, 2010. This new law does not apply to property
contributions and they must be made specifically for the
relief of victims in areas affected by the January 12
earthquake in Haiti. Taxpayers have the option of
deducting these contributions on either their 2009 or 2010
return, but not both. Taxpayers should be sure their
contributions go to qualified charities, most are listed
onlineat IRS.govand che Slaumrdef ofi

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FROM THE PASTOR

Tempted?
Letds think about
humani ty, mad e I n

attracted to what is good. Our minds are capable of
understanding truth and unity and good. We learn to
recognize when what is outside us matches what we
have come to know. This is truth. Although it is
true that we sometimes get things wrong, we then
correct the errors and come to see things the way
they are. When we do learn some wonderful fact
about ourselves or the beautiful world around us or
the greatness of some people, we rejoice. Our
minds are made to know, and when we see things
clearly and completely we are sure of them. We
know the truth.

In a similar way, our satisfaction in what we
experience is good. When something appeals, we
have the opportunity to choose to enjoy it. We are
free. The problem is that some of what appeals to us
is not truly good. A choice may feel good, but
actually cause harm. People are tempted to adultery,
anger, theft and backbiting, to list a few things that
may make us feel good temporarily if we give in to
them, but could ruin a marriage, abuse someone,
leave a person penniless or maligned in the eyes of
friends or coworkers. The instant gratification
appeals, but the truth is that it also causes harm.

The challenge to conscience is to know full well
what the outcome of each choice will be before we
make the choice.

Conscience is the knowledge of right and wrong. It
is not a hunch or feeling or suspicion, but a certainty
of the rightness or wrongness of what lies in front of
us. The way our consciences are formed is from
parents, teachers, the Church, our own experience
and from many other sources, including neighbors,
coworkers, the media to name just a few. You can
see then that a person can get confused. We learn
one thing at home or Church and another from the
media or neighbors. Who is right? Or how much of
what one person says is good? Remember too that
pressure groups try to convince us of their own
agendas. As one critical example, teens have
opposing propaganda from all around them about
sexuality and contraception. Have you noticed the
facts about abstinence? Even though it is presented

successfully the biased media reject even the solidly
established facts that abstinence programs are
successful in convincing teens to avoid sex before

and tragically often to abortion.  Check the
published failure rates of the different kinds of
contraception. If it fails 2 - 5% of the time, then
imagine if airline flights crashed 2 T 5% of the time.
Getting facts straight is important for a well formed
conscience. And a well formed conscience takes
into account the full range of outcomes for each
choice we make.

The Lord Jesus was hungry and bread looked good
to Him. Power over kingdoms looked good too, for
He did come to save humanity. Manifesting His
power over nature, as God, would impress the
people as a good sign of His ability. Yet all three
temptations were instigated by the devil, who often
tries to disguise the evil in his schemes as looking
good. From the beginning, Jesus had clear in His
mind the plan of God for our salvation. The devil
urged Him to enjoy for Himself the exercise of
power and glory. However He is here to save
others, not to satisfy His own feelings.

Rather than selfishly enjoy satisfying His hunger,
basking in glory or flashing His divine power, Jesus
is more concerned with people hearing of His
Fatherdés | ove and | ivi

Look beyond the appeal to the reality and its
consequences when faced with a choice that may
seem suspicious. Go through the choices and their
results in your mind. Past experience can be a
guide. Good advice from people who know the
whole story can be necessary. Get help.

All in all there may still be some uncertainty. Did I

It may take
courage. It may be uncomfortable. Make sure,
