HAITI RELIEF DONATIONS QUALIFY FOR
IMMEDIATE TAX RELIEF

According to the Internal Revenue Service, people who
give to charities providing earthquake relief in Haiti can
claim these donations on their 2009 tax return if they
itemize deductions using Schedule A. This special tax
relief provision was enacted January 22nd and applies to
cash contributions, contributions made by text message,
check, credit card or debit card made from January 11 to
March 1, 2010. This new law does not apply to property
contributions and they must be made specifically for the
relief of victims in areas affected by the January 12
earthquake in Haiti. Taxpayers have the option of
deducting these contributions on either their 2009 or 2010
return, but not both. Taxpayers should be sure their
contributions go to qualified charities, most are listed
onlineat IRS.govand che Slaumrdef 0H

The connection is clear. We follow Jesus and He
makes us ready for heaven, which is eternal
happiness with Him, His Father and their Holy
Spirit. We just have to listen to Him.

He enlightens us. The world gives us false ideas.

Over 90% of the Catholics went to Mass.

The Lord promises us help. People who come to
Him each week in adoration in our parish chapel
find the focus for their lives, their plans, their
problems. Kneeling or sitting in front of Him, we
take the rest of our week and rearrange our
priorities. Yes, there is the priority of the urgent,
but sometimes it has to give way to the priority of
the important. In a crisis about honesty and lying,
for example, a son or daughter may need to discuss

Family time on a Sunday, reflecting on the beauty of
our Catholic practices like Mass, enjoying one
another and turned away from distracting hype, can
open our minds and hearts to listen and hear the Son
of God. Do you think this deserves to be of the

Family life and marriage would be far, far better if highest priority in your
t he Lord’ s teaching wer e presente ,fﬂ_mg/e,,‘z},ople,
especially in schools throughout the country.

Instead, even though statistical evidence shows the
harm in it, things like living together before
marriage, having few children, contraception, single
sex unions and abortion are presented as rights and
obligations instead of the sins they really are. They
hurt families and individuals in ways that are clearly
established as true.

Another biblical teaching that is rejected by what we
do, regardless of what we say is work on the
Sabbath. The third commandment (read it in
Exodus, chapter 20) tells us to do no sort of work on
the Sabbath. For Christians we use Sunday, the day
of the Lord’s resurrect
New Testament proclaims this. However, we do not
observe this, even though God explicitly and clearly
tells us to rest one day of the week! We older folks
remember the Pennsylvania blue laws. Stores and
shops were closed on Sunday.  Restaurants,
commercial stores, including even food stores were
closed, with very few exceptions. People needed for
public service, including hospital staff, police and
firemen, for example, obviously are exempt.
Granted it was a challenge. You dare not forget to
buy food for the weekend. You relaxed and listened
to baseball games, went to the movies (yes, they
were opened on Sunday.) or just talked to one
another. Sunday was different, time for family.
