HAITI  RELIEF  DONATIONS  QUALIFY  FOR 

IMMEDIATE  TAX  RELIEF 
 

According to the Internal Revenue Service, people who 

give to charities providing earthquake relief in Haiti can 

claim these donations on their 2009 tax return if they 

itemize deductions using Schedule A.  This special tax 

relief provision was enacted January 22nd and applies to 

cash contributions, contributions made by text message, 

check, credit card or debit card made from January 11 to 

March 1, 2010.  This new law does not apply to property 

contributions and they must be made specifically for the 

relief of victims in areas affected by the January 12 

earthquake in Haiti.  Taxpayers have the option of 

deducting these contributions on either their 2009 or 2010 

return, but not both. Taxpayers should be sure their 

contributions go to qualified charities, most are listed 

online at  IRS.gov  and check under ―Search for Charitiesò. 

(Please be aware, some organizations such as churches or 

governments may be qualified even though they are not 

listed. Check the website for more information.)

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FROM THE PASTOR 
 

The Lord wants us to grow, to become wiser, more 

generous and loving.  We are often in trouble of 

some kind or other, with family members or friends, 

for example, or with unemployment or other 

financial losses.  God knows it.  He sends help and 

often in ways we do not expect.  He called Moses 

from a burning bush.  He got St. Paul’s attention by 

knocking him to the ground and (temporarily) 

blinding him.  He sends us His Son, Jesus. 
 

Through these men and indeed through the people in 

our lives, He brings us solutions, help and healing.  

Have you been there for someone else, yourself, and 

brought them what they needed most?  He does 

things like that all the time.  Our generosity to the 

Church and to Him by our tithing and other financial 

contributions is His plan to support His people. 
 

This week our Archdiocese is asking to participate 

in a new financial plan for the work of the Church in 

our region.  The Heritage of Faith, Vision of Hope 

campaign is asking for you to contribute to this 

appeal, and in the next several months, we plan to 

contact each family for their financial contribution. 
 

Specifically, six areas of the work of the Church are 

highlighted for support.  Happily, the largest amount 

of the income will remain in the parish.  35% of all 

we receive for the campaign will stay here at St. 

Mary Parish.  We will need this income to 

supplement our weekly income for such programs 

here as the heating and air conditioning in the parish 

hall, for keeping up to date with the mortgage on the 

Religious Education Building, and for future 

programs we would otherwise not be able to afford. 
 

The other five ways the campaign income will be 

used are:  for Catholic education, including the 

building of new high schools (where many of our 

students will go in September, specifically, Pope 

John Paul II Catholic High School in Royersford), 

as well as the upkeep and repairs for the Seminary, 

the Priests’ Retirement Home, the Archdiocesan 

Cathedral, and finally, for support of our Catholic 

Social Services. 
 

Personally I empathize with most of these.  I see the 

parish needs clearly and understand that we need 

more than the usual Sunday contributions to handle 

the heating and air conditioning needs.   

 

Also, after nine years in the Seminary, I see the need 

for upkeep. Twice I was a temporary resident in the 

Retirement Home in Darby, for three months after 

the heart attack in 1981 and for a week in 2000, after 

cardiac bypass surgery.  The Cathedral, like our own 

church, has problems with roofing.  Finally, one of 

the main ways to love our neighbor is directed to the 

people who need our social services. 
 

So, my personal sympathy extends to all these goals.  

I fully realize that our own parish needs are intense 

and unrelenting, and that we cannot afford any 

decrease in regular income.  Still, if this is only 5% 

of income and tithing suggests a second 5% for 

other work in the Church, then this Heritage of 

Faith, Vision of Hope campaign is right in line with 

a commitment to tithe. 
 

In the Gospel this weekend, the Lord encounters an 

unproductive fig tree.  The groundskeeper suggests 

trying again, fertilizing it and aerating its soil, and 

this harmonizes with the Lord as He never gives up 

on us, no matter how sinful we become.  He wants 

our growth, for our own enjoyment and satisfaction 

in life, and for the sake of the world around us, 

notably our family and others close to us. 
 

Our campaign is one way to promote growth in our 

Archdiocese and in St. Mary Parish.  Its success 

depends on all of us.  Then God will give the 

growth.  We expect great results. 

 

 

 

 
TERMINATION OF FLU SEASON DIRECTIVES 
 

The flu season directives which have been in force since 

October 2009 provided a necessary response to the health 

risks associated with the H1N1 Flu.  The current 

information available from the Center of Disease Control 

confirms that the 2009 H1N1 Flu has significantly 

dissipated throughout the country and especially in our 

region.   
 

Therefore, with the change in circumstances, the flu 

season directive will be terminated in the Archdiocese of 

Philadelphia, in all parishes and institutions. Beginning  

Sunday, March 14, 2010, the exchange of the sign of 

peace and the distribution of the Precious Blood for the 

faithful will be reintroduced.
