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FROM THE PASTOR

Jesus shocked the Pharisee. He said to the woman who
had anointed and kissed His feet and dried them with her

hair: AYour sins are
More than once he infuri
can forgive sins but

they were right. Only God can forgive sins. Jesus is
God.

He shares His divinity with the Father and the Holy
Spirit. He is the eternal Word of the Father and together
with Him, the source of their Holy Spirit.

Ultimately the hostile reaction and subsequent gossip to
His statements about forgiving sins and His actions in
curing the sick led to His death. The elite, that is, the
men of education, the priests, the scribes and the
Pharisees, should have known better. Yet the simplicity
of the Lordds goodness i
religion. Their authority, their prestige, their power was
insignificant in the face of His obviously greater power 1

to heal and to enlighten the minds of the people about the
love of God for them.

As His popularity grew, so did their plotting. It led to
Good Friday and His arrest, false accusations,
condemnation, torture and death. Then He rose from the
dead and offered them reconciliation and forgiveness.

They studied the Scriptures. They knew the story of the
greatest king, David. David met Bathsheba, fell in love
with her, and ultimately had her husband killed and then
married her. God sent the prophet Nathan to straighten
David out. You hear the details in our first reading.
Notice that David did not try to get out of responsibility
for his adultery and murder. In refreshing contrast to all
the people guilty of adultery or murder who deny it,
David simply said il
Actually against Bathsheba and Uriah, her husband
whom he had killed, also.

The priests and scribes and Pharisees knew that the Lord
is merciful to those who repent. They preferred to
condemn sinners, but sought to convince everyone that
they themselves were never guilty of sin. As Jesus met
more and more opposition from them, He began to spell
out their hypocrisy. Unable to deny it, they chose to
remove the source of their discomfort, Jesus. How
wonderful would it have been if they simply and honestly
listened to what He said and accepted the truth of it and
asked Him guidance in changing for the better!

No, power and control are too hard to hold onto to risk
losing. Instead they try to remove the people who
threaten them, even though there is no real threat, but
only an appeal to improve a situation that could be much
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better than it is.

Crowds walked away from the establishment. They
walked miles into deserted places, to gather to hear Jesus

f o r apd to fend curés and peace and meaning in life. They

Apostles through His Holy Spirit, the crowds found their
way to baptism and a change of heart. The account of
Pentecost day itself ends with 3,000 men being baptized
and with them their households. Numbers increased.
Jesus still leads His Church through the successors of the
Apostles to a better way of life than the power brokers of
the world would offer.
