Living the life of a Christian is
satisfying.

immensely

It is also painful. This discourages some people and
they stop living as Christians.

Life as a Christian is centered on Christ. What else
does the word mean? Our second reading is from
St. Paul 6s Il etter to t

all of you who were baptized into Christ
have clothed yourselves with Christ.

We can do this by knowing Christ and living by His
words and the example of His actions. He is clear
enough in very many ways.

For example, in the Beatitudes Jesus emphasizes
being merciful, peacemaking, poor in spirit, clean of
heart and the like. Such people are blessed.

In His parables, He challenges us to grow. Like
crops planted in good soil, people who read and
listen to His words will grow in wisdom and
understanding. Like a merchant searching for the
ideal pearl, Jesus expects us to search and recognize
His Church as the setting for the pearl and then go
sell all we have and buy the pearl. In other words,
He points out that we continually are expected to
look and learn, to understand and to choose, to
correct our ways and ask forgiveness and so come to
Him.

As He talks to the Apostles, He emphasizes the
importance of looking at the lives of other people
around us and doing what will help them and doing
it selflessly. What parent does not recognize the
great satisfaction of giving time and love to a child
in need and seeing the health and love and joy in the
face of that child when the problem is solved?
When people go to disaster areas and give their time
and expertise to help the people and the area, the
deep joy and fullness of satisfaction of seeing the
people and the area restored is what makes us
human. We resonate with the love of Jesus Christ
sacrificing His life on the Cross to restore us to the
love of His Father. So how important it is to
understand that love of Christ!

The letter to the Galatians continues by pointing out
that Jesus sends His Holy Spirit to lead us to
satisfaction in life, and this means to take up the
cross in our lives. We give what we have and what
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we are to do what He tells us to do, and that is to
give to Him and to others what will make other
people better. ALove
youo said Jesus.

When we do learn to live in His life style T and this

will happen only when we work with His Holy

Spirit T then the results will be easily detectable. In

chapter 5 of the letter Paul sums up this success with

hteeseGads:at i ans . He

The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace,
patience, kindness, generosity, faithfulness,
gentleness, self-control. Against such there is
no law. Now those who belong to Christ
Jesus have crucified their flesh with its
passions and desires. If we live in the Spirit,
let us also follow the Spirit. Let us not be
conceited, provoking one another, envious of
one another.

If and when you find a person whose whole
personality glows with joy and peace and patience
and kindness and generosity, then you will see
Christ in that person. Such people are rare, but they
are there. They are not the complainers, the self-
important, the arrogant, the selfish, the mean and
nasty, the demanding. No, the gentleness and
friendliness of Chri
phony. Some actually become jealous of such
beautiful human happiness. If they cannot or will
not be like that themselves, then they instinctively
do what they can to get rid of such a beautiful soul.

So see what will make us truly happy. Ultimately it
is simply self giving love. We are enriched, made
healthier and simply satisfied with every good word
or action that will by love make someone else a
better person.

When we grow up what better way to live than to be
like our Father. Jesus leads us to Him. Happy
Fat her 6s Day.
