FROM THE PASTOR 
 

Follow Christ. 

People tend to think that this takes away their 

freedom.  ―No one is going to tell me what to do!‖ is 

what they think, even if they do not actually say it. 

Really?  The truth is that most of us ask around what 

others are doing so we can find out what to do.  

Then we choose what others suggest, or more 

simply we do what they are doing because we really 

have nothing else in mind.  Our minds are 

uninformed for the most part. 

Not everyone, though.  We love stories of self made 

people, people who see a possibility, an opportunity.  

Then they ask themselves and others too for input, 

―What do I have to do to make this a success?‖  It 

may not even be possible, but they may try anyway.   

They have internal drive.  They have the common 

sense to know that they will need others in one way 

or other.  They dream and they act. 

Choosing to follow Christ is something most people 

do not do because they do not know anything 

substantial about Him.  After all, who today really 

knows Jesus Christ, a man who lived 2000 years 

ago? 

Many do not even think about His divinity.  He is, 

after all, God.  If we come to know something about 

His accomplishments, His words and His 

guarantees, then the question will also come:  Do we 

want to turn our lives over to Him, another man, one 

whom we do not see?  A larger number of Christians 

would rather choose to keep a few of His one liners 

as part of their outlook in life than ask Him to give 

them personal directions about how to live their 

everyday lives. 

Love your neighbor as yourself.  Do unto others 

what you would have them do to you.  God so loved 

the world that whoever believes in Him will have 

eternal life. 

Lines like that are safe enough for a majority of 

people who call themselves Christian.  And yes, this 

really is following Jesus – sort of. 

But there is also ―Take up your cross and follow me 

(from last Sunday‘s Gospel).‖  Or ―Love one 

another as I have loved you (and again the Cross is 

there).‖  The disciples of Jesus went from town to 

town announcing ―The kingdom of God is at hand.  

Change your lives.‖  Living as uninformed people is 

not going to bring you happiness.  Recognizing 

wrongdoing in your life and seeing alternatives and 

then choosing a new way of thinking and acting is 

the message.  And it is God giving the message. 

On Ash Wednesday we are reminded to turn away 

from sin and be faithful to the Gospel.  Back and 

forth we move from recognizing our evildoing and 

then finding and choosing better ways to live, good 

ways.  The Catholic who finds this for himself or 

herself is then choosing to follow Christ.  This is 

when we realize that He alone has the fullness of 

truth and the right way to live.  He summed it up 

Himself:  ―I am the way and the truth and the life.‖   

His Church is the means to do this correctly and 

fully. She teaches His message and He touches us 

through His Sacraments. 

To follow Christ means a lifetime of lovingly 

coming to know Him personally and His message 

and then interacting with Him in prayer and service 

for Him in His brothers and sisters, that is, one 

another. 

As we do so, we integrate our relationships with 

others, including family and friends, coworkers and 

neighbors with devoted Christ-like service that we 

give lovingly and freely to these people.  It will be 

centered on Him, that is, on Jesus Christ.  The many 

people who visit Him for an hour a week in 

Adoration are doing this, or at least starting to. 

And so decide.  Will you join the others who follow 

Christ?  If you answer yes, then it means a change in 

life.  Learning Christ, practicing His ways, doing 

good for others.  And changing the world for the 

better.
