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FROM THE PASTOR 
 
God has blessed us. 
 
Our Catholic Faith and our American heritage are 

blessings beyond belief. 
 
Think about it.  In this fourth of July weekend we take 

time to recall our heritage as citizens of the United States 

and as we do every weekend, we come to God Himself to 

be fed by the Word of God, both the Scriptures and the 

Body and Blood of Jesus Christ. 
 
From Christopher Columbus, a man of deep Catholic 

faith, down to the colonists in 1776, these people came 

here to seek religious freedom.  Yes there were wars here 

and not all events were good, but the primary purpose for 

our founding fathers to move to independence from 

England was religious freedom.  Unjust taxes and lack of 

adequate representation in the English government tipped 

the scales to separate instead of finding political 

solutions to injustice.  But the colonies were established 

for religious freedom. 
 
There has been a change in education and public pressure 

against religion today and from the last century to eject 

God from public affairs.  I have noted in the past that in a 

physics course a change was made in the quote of a 

literary giant, Alexander Pope.  It was only one word.  

The word God was replaced by the word dawn!  No 

change in overall emphasis about recognizing the 

greatness of Isaac Newton, only a replacement of the 

word God.  At the time I was surprised and amazed.  

Since then (45 years duration) I have seen the silent but 

effective removal of things religious from educational 

materials.  The ideology behind this covers other topics, 

but on Independence weekend, I am just focusing on 

God. 
 
Our Declaration of Independence refers to Him a number 

of times.  He is the source of all our human rights, 

including the right to life as well as to liberty – for which 

we fought the war of independence – and to the pursuit 

of happiness.  The signers debated the concepts it stated 

and when they agreed they signed their names.  The final 

sentence is this: 

And for the support of this Declaration, with a firm 

reliance on the protection of divine Providence, we 

mutually pledge to each other our Lives, our Fortunes 

and our sacred Honor. 
 
Some did lose their lives.  Others their fortunes.  None 

their sacred honor, to the best of my knowledge. 
 
Firmly relying on the protection of God, they risked 

everything, for freedom.  God has indeed protected our 

country for well over 200 years, but not without severe 

difficulties.  The Civil War, two World Wars, and 

numerous other challenges have brought people together 

to fight and even die for our people and our country.  

They too have pledged their lives, their fortunes and their 

sacred honor. 
 
Today threats still loom in front of us.  Militant terrorism 

strikes, and continues to threaten us.  False ideas and 

false ideals are thrust at us in the media and in 

educational programs.  Even in our Catholic Church 

sinful and misguided individuals hurt the Body of Christ.  

Thanks be to God who is with us.  One noteworthy 

example of our leaders, both in the Catholic Church and 

others, notably, the Evangelicals and the Orthodox, have 

written and signed their own Manhattan Declaration.  

Check it out on the Internet, and I invite you too to sign 

it.  It refers to freedom in three areas, the right to life, the 

true definition of marriage and family and the freedom to 

follow one‘s conscience when others like employers try 

to force a person to act in an immoral way such as 

abortion.  It ends with this: 

Because we honor justice and the common good, we will 

not comply with any edict that purports to compel our 

institutions to participate in abortions, embryo-

destructive research, assisted suicide and euthanasia, or 

any other anti-life act; nor will we bend to any rule 

purporting to force us to bless immoral sexual 

partnerships, treat them as marriages or the equivalent, 

or refrain from proclaiming the truth, as we know it, 

about morality and immorality and marriage and the 

family. We will fully and ungrudgingly render to Caesar 

what is Caesar's. But under no circumstances will we 

render to Caesar what is God's. 
 
But God is with us.  Again and again Jesus says ―The 

Kingdom of God is at hand.‖  No less than God Himself 

feeds us with His Body and Blood, and at the same time 

touches our minds and hearts to know and love Him, and 

one another.  We pray for our country, and we pray for 

our Church.  With both we have liberty and freedom.  

They are in harmony with each other, and God has 

blessed us with both.
