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FROM THE PASTOR 

See what love the Father has ï for us! 
 
Love is the wise response of the wise scholar to Jesus 

today.  ñLove God with all your heart, and mind and soul 

and strength and your neighbor as yourselfò he said.  He 

actually was quoting the book of Deuteronomy.  Every 

good Jew, then and now, prays every day a prayer which 

includes this command to love God.  [Deut 6, 4-8] 
 
But this command is designed to be a response.  We first 

see Godôs love for us, and see it in all its beauty and 

power, and as a result ourselves are totally overwhelmed 

by such an intense desire on Godôs part to unite us with 

Him forever and so become so immensely more human, 

wiser, stronger and more loveable.  This is truly His plan 

for us!  When we realize this, along comes the feeling of 

gratitude, of unworthiness, yet of total joy.  God loves 

us!  We might note:  He loves us just as we are, but too 

much to leave us that way.  As any good parent, He 

wants the best for His children and at any moment we are 

far from our full potential.  There is always room for 

growth. 
 
So we first realize God loves us, and the natural response 

is to love Him back. 
 
Letôs back up a little.  Love.  What does love really 

mean?  Thinking and meditating on love is one of the 

best starting points for prayer with God.  Many times I 

like to propose a three by three arrangement of forms and 

stages of human love.  Once we understand the nature of 

human love, we can move up to love of God. 
 
Human love comes in at least three forms, parent and 

child, friends, and husband and wife.  Three stages  of 

human love can be summarized by attraction, fulfillment 

and self-giving. 
 
Some examples I frequently offer for consideration are:  

first, a father holding his first born for the first time.  His 

world suddenly changes as he looks at the tiny child, a 

part of him and his wife.  Now they no longer can do 

things at the spur of the moment, like go to a movie or 

visit friends.  There are car seats or sitters and the like.  

Yet the deep response to this awareness of the little one 

on him and his wife is love in a powerful and wonderful 

form.  Mothers have already had nine months to grow in 

their love.  For men it is much more sudden and 

overwhelming.  It is beautiful. 
 
Fulfillment in love happens in numberless ways.  One I 

recall was the two times my brother-in-law walked up the 

aisle of a church with a daughter at her wedding.  Since 

they were walking toward me, the priest, I could see 

clearly his face ï hers too.  The love was beautiful, a 

huge moment of fulfillment of their love for each other. 
 

The self-giving love that all too often includes painful 

sacrifice for the sake of someone we love is, however, 

where love reaches its true depths.  Parents caring for a 

sick child, adult children sacrificing to care for aging 

parents, friends spending a fortune to help out a true 

friend, or oppositely, a friend refusing to enable a friend 

with deadly compulsive behavior, a husband giving up 

the car of his dreams for the desire of his wife to send 

their kids to Catholic school, ï the examples are 

numberless of people putting another person ahead of 

themselves out of love, to make that person a better 

individual. 
 
The saints came to do this kind of thing every day.  Pope 

John Paul II prayed, studied, wrote and communicated 

with people every day.  The world, and in particular the 

people in his life individually, is a far better place for it.  

It cost him.  It was selfless, but motivated by the clear 

insight that all the people needed what he could give 

them.  Francis of Assisi and Catherine of Siena, each in 

their own times and places saw the brokenness and the 

needs of the people around them and turned to the source 

of help that they each and the people needed, Jesus. 
 
So love for God is experiencing the fulfillment (and prior 

to that, attraction) of God through His Son.  As the 

satisfaction of sharing love by fulfillment and by self 

giving for the sake of others grows within us, we begin to 

understand the great satisfaction in the heart of Jesus as 

we respond to love ï whether the love of others for us or 

His love for us. 
 
One major difference in our love and His is that His is 

free of self interest.  Much of the love of attraction and 

fulfillment is self gratifying.  This is not bad, but without 

self giving it can become selfish, the desire for getting 

love from others.  True love looks first at the one in need 

and figures what their needs are and how to meet them.  

What can I do for you?  Not:  What will it do for me? 
 
Ultimately, the man Jesus saw our need, the alienation 

because of sin and selfishness and chose to give His life 

for us to restore us to unity with God.  He died for us.  

He also says ñLove one another as I have loved you.ò  

Even more, He will provide the means for us to do just 

that!  To do the impossible!

total profit of $ 6,852.49. Of this amount $ 3,462.26 was 

allocated by parishioners to tuition and other parish 

programs, and $ 3,390.23 went directly to the parish. For 

the fiscal year July 1, 2009-June 30, 2010 scrip had a total 

profit of $ 34,769.23. The total parishioner allocations 

were $17,568.02 and the parish portion was $ 17,201.21.
