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FROM THE PASTOR 

Get filled up with Christ. 
 

The Apostles were so successful in spreading the Gospel 

because the people were first impressed and then 

wholeheartedly taken by Jesus.  He filled up their lives 

with hope and joy and love and understanding.  St. Paul 

writes this about the success he witnessed: 

This is the Christ we proclaim while we admonish all and 

teach them in the full measure of wisdom, hoping to make 

everyone complete in Christ. 
 

Think of this.  Old wood soaked in epoxy is made into 

restaurant tables, with the epoxy filling in the cracks and 

strengthening the result far more than the original wood.  

Or a dentist removes diseased parts of a tooth and fills it 

with amalgam making it strong and solid.  Substances 

like concrete are poured into areas to form strong, 

beautiful structures. 
 

We can compare this to Christ filling in our weak 

natures.  What makes us human is both our mind and our 

will.  Learning to understand is the first thing in life.  

From the moment we first open our eyes, we receive 

input and begin to learn.  And then, throughout our lives, 

we take in what we see and hear and feel and smell and 

taste.  We reach out for life.  We are attracted to the 

many beautiful and loving people and things we see.  

Life is learning and choosing what is good and true and 

beautiful.  The process is far from perfect, however.  

Some people, for example, have great minds and 

excellent education, but cannot make a decision.  Others 

too have no trouble choosing but have no clue about 

what is really going on. 
 

There are gaps in our knowledge.  We have often made 

bad choices.  It is impossible to know all things and in 

our fallen world we sin.  In a word we have gaps in our 

personal humanity. 
 

St. Paulôs phrase of Christ filling us up fits this idea.  

Jesus wants to fill in the gaps in our knowledge of what 

is important. We have a great deal of misinformation 

about things.  So invite Him to fill in what we need to 

understand about reality ï who we are, where we come 

from, what is around us, what lies ahead, what help there 

is from others and indeed from God Himself, and what 

we are called to do for others.  He does this in many 

ways, through parents and school, from guiding us in our 

own personal experience, in helping us to understand 

what the consequences of our choices are.  Even directly, 

His Holy Spirit gives us ideas and feelings that help us to 

see and hear His messages. 
 

Once we learn, we have choices to make.  People need 

us, whether family and friends or neighbors and 

coworkers.  We have obligations to them and to our work 

and to God and even to ourselves, like keeping informed 

and maintaining good health.  Choices can be difficult, 

especially when feelings go one way and facts the other.  

ñCome, Holy Spirit!ò is a good prayer at that point.  

ñWhich way do I go?ò we ask. 
 

Mary, the sister of Martha in todayôs Gospel, had it right.  

The phrasing Luke uses is quite clear to the people of the 

Lordôs day.  Sitting at His feet means that Mary was a 

student of the great Rabbi, Jesus.  It was equivalent of 

Luke stating that Mary was a formal student of the 

university run by Jesus Christ, the great Teacher.  ñShe 

has chosen the better part,ò Jesus said to Martha.  

Learning what He wanted her to know was the point of 

the scene.  He was filling in the gaps of her 

understanding of God and the rest of reality.  He also 

knew that Martha heard every word.  Homes were 

seldom more than one room, which served as parlor, 

kitchen, workroom and bedroom ï all in one.  Both 

women heard Jesus, but He emphasized that learning 

about life was more important even than eating. 
 

Of course there is seldom a conflict between eating and 

learning about God and His place in our lives.  However 

the lesson is that we need no less than God Himself, in 

the person of Jesus Christ, to fill us with true knowledge 

and the strength and energy to make good choices based 

on that knowledge.  You need Him.  Let Him strengthen 

you and fill you.
