HAITI  RELIEF  DONATIONS  QUALIFY  FOR 

IMMEDIATE  TAX  RELIEF 
 

According to the Internal Revenue Service, people who 

give to charities providing earthquake relief in Haiti can 

claim these donations on their 2009 tax return if they 

itemize deductions using Schedule A.  This special tax 

relief provision was enacted January 22nd and applies to 

cash contributions, contributions made by text message, 

check, credit card or debit card made from January 11 to 

March 1, 2010.  This new law does not apply to property 

contributions and they must be made specifically for the 

relief of victims in areas affected by the January 12 

earthquake in Haiti.  Taxpayers have the option of 

deducting these contributions on either their 2009 or 2010 

return, but not both. Taxpayers should be sure their 

contributions go to qualified charities, most are listed 

online at  IRS.gov  and check under ñSearch for Charitiesò. 

(Please be aware, some organizations such as churches or 

governments may be qualified even though they are not

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FROM THE PASTOR 

The parable of the Prodigal Son is the best summary 

of Christôs message. 
 

Some may insist on the Crucifixion and 

Resurrection are better, or even another story or 

situation.  No problem, really, but the parable is 

right up there at the top example of what Jesus is 

here for. 
 

The reasons are simple and powerful. 
 

A rotten, spoiled son insults his father and demands 

his inheritance and then is stupid and foolish enough 

to waste it.  Even then he has no better judgment 

than to feed pigs, which are non-kosher meat, a 

thing no Jewish person would have anything to do 

with. 
 

The father gives him his freedom to choose badly.  

So does God with us.  How many times do we get 

mad at God for letting bad things happen, because 

someone or some group made bad choices?  Would 

you compel everyone to make only good choices?  

Who would have such universal power?  Who could 

ever make it happen?  Who would decide what 

people should or should not do and enforce it on 

them? 
 

Notice that the father at the end is loving, generous, 

kind, forgiving, but he expects the son ï actually 

both sons ï to obey him.  The prodigal son came to 

his senses and immediately grew up and accepted 

the responsibility of his decisions.  The older son 

whined and complained against the fatherôs 

treatment of his brother, just as the Pharisees and 

scribes did against Jesus and his success in 

converting gangsters (tax collectors) and prostitutes 

to a better life.  Jesus ended the story without ending 

it.  What does the older son do about joining the 

welcome home party for his delinquent brother?  

Will he obey the fatherôs recommendation?  Will the 

Pharisees and scribes welcome tax collectors and 

prostitutes into the synagogue? 
 

God accepts sinners who come to their senses and 

return to Him.  He is less interested in punishment 

than in expressing His love, acceptance and support 

for the rehab for sinners.  Yes, they can work for 

their father in his business and start a wholesome 

and enriched life.  The original inheritance is gone.  

What the father had left went to the older son.  

However, the younger son could begin to earn his 

own money and begin to amass his own treasury by 

his hard work, something apparently new in his life 

(hard work). 
 

There is great joy and satisfaction in the conversion 

of sinners.  Realize this, though.  Hard core sinners 

especially benefit from the Lordôs mercy.  But what 

about the rest of us, those who do not consider 

themselves to be sinners?  Or those who confess the 

same sins in confession after confession?   
 

Can we identify with either son?  Try it.  In all 

honesty, even our little sins are sins.  They hurt.  

Both our own harm and the harm done to others are 

real.  We may ignore or forget or perhaps have 

never considered the harm caused by our sins.  Talk 

to the parable teller.  Listen for His advice.  Like the 

prodigal, come to your senses.  Each fault, each sin, 

each bad choice follows a pattern that may need to 

be altered.  Good, by considering the harm done and 

the Lordôs call to receive His help, we can decide to 

get up, go to our Father and say what the prodigal 

said to his father:  ñI have sinned against God and 

no longer deserve to be called His son or daughter.  

Treat me as one of your hired hands.ò 
 

He wonôt.  He will restore us to full son-ship or 

daughter-ship.  He loves us as a Parent, the best 

ever.  One of the problems of a culture that ignores 

God and denies that anyone sins is that the distance 

between good and evil is small.  Actually the 

separation is infinite.  We tend to minimize the harm 

of little sins and all too easily excuse serious sins, 

like cohabitation, abortion, blasphemy or perjury as 

just another opinion on a par with the opinion that 

holds the opposite view.  It is too easy to distort the 

goodness or evil of what is going on around us and 

in our own lives. 
 

This fact affects our understanding of this wonderful 

parable.  Sin is horrible, painful and destructive, but 

all too often looks harmless and desirable.  Godôs 

mercy is total, healing, empowering, life changing 

and unconditional.  The prodigal comes to 

understand this.  Does the older son?  Do you?

devotion to the Eucharist. ... I think that God 

desires to speak a new word to everyone 

concerning Eucharistic Adoration. I believe 

that God wants to bless each and every 

person with deeper faith in our Eucharistic 

Lord. My reason for writing this booklet is to 

encourage others to a deeper faith in Jesus truly present 

in the Sacrament of the altar. I encourage you to do what 

I personally have done in the past four years. Seek to 

grow in faith in the Eucharist. ... It takes faith for us to 

recognize Jesus in bread and wine. Pray for the faith; 

pursue that faith. I personally believe that Eucharistic 

Adoration should be our highest priority. If we remove 

the veil that hides Jesus in the Eucharist, we will more 

easily find Him in all the other ways He desires to be 

present with us." (Remain with Me Fr. Sam Tiesi, TOR)

SCRIP NEWS 

Looking for a tax deduction for next year? Donôt need 

school or CCD tuition credit? You could get a tax 

deduction for simply eating out or buying gas and 

groceries! Great Lakes Scrip, the company we use, has 

recently received a ruling from the IRS that scrip credit 

may be tax deductible in certain situations. When the 

parish buys the cards it receives a discount on the face 

value. The buyer of those cards is rebated half of the total 

discount to allocate to certain organizations. If you 

allocate your portion of the credit to Church Debt, St 

Vincent De Paul Society, or the School Financial Aid 

Fund your allocation is tax deductible. We will be 

tracking these amounts and have letters available at the 

end of the year for those who qualify. Please note, if you 

allocate your portion to school or CCD tuition credit it is 

NOT deductible because you are receiving goods or 

services in exchange for the allocation. If you allocated to
